2.5 = Understands basic scoring, can sustain short rallies, has played before

3.0 = Developing consistency, can keep score, able to hit and return a serve

3.5 = Consistent with serve/return play, able to sustain rallies with hard and soft game, understands 
movement toward the non-volley zone

3.5 plus = You know who you are
